A response should assume that the members of the Assessment Committee have no prior knowledge of either the applicant organisation, the technology presented, or any previous project used as a reference. The members of the Assessment Committee cannot use any prior knowledge. 
Links to websites should not be used and will not be considered for assessment purposes.
It is recommended not to use general company literature or commercial material as this will not be considered for assessment purposes.
The following structure has been used in presenting the sections of this template.
· The first part describes what the proposed development will look like.
· The second part outlines the criteria that will be used to assess the response.
The use of images to support the response is recommended. If used, the image package must be submitted as a separate appendix to the Technical and Economic Descriptive Report. The appendix will not be considered within the page count limit of this response but will be subject to the maximum individual file size of 20 MB.

Where applicable, identify the technology qualification methodology followed throughout the technological development of the product, and the extent to which recognised international standards relevant to the sector have been incorporated into the design process. Likewise, describe the good eco-design practices and/or sustainability practices to be included in the manufacture of the technological demonstrator(s), with references to the national and/or European regulations or guidelines in force.
Where any such developments have been validated by independent organisations, outline which aspects have been subject to validation and the main conclusions drawn from these studies.
